Pass-out material instructions

Practical assignments. Ask the participants to share this material with their wives and request their wives to 

fill out the Beatitudes Self-evaluation tool for their husbands according to their personal feelings about their 

husbands. Next have the husbands lay their version which they filled out in the meeting beside the completed 

chart of the wife’s perception and compare the two variants. Have some tea and enter in a friendly discussion 

together. What are the differences? What do they feel the same about? How can she (as a helpmeet) help him 

to improve in some areas? Then make a new list for further follow-up and action.
