Leader’s Oral Opening Comments

» Dear friends — no good home life = no good pastor and = no good church life. This lecture puts the
responsibility where it belongs — on the husband. In most cases it was the man who found the woman and
wanted to marry her, so it is his responsibility.

Leader’s Oral Closing Comments
