We trust that you have learned how to make a good accurate Weekly Plan for yourself. To learn to control
your time is to learn self-control and, likewise, to learn time management is self-management. If you learn
these things, you can become king of your own life. If you do not learn them, you will be doomed to wander
around in a foggy darkness the rest of your days. God is love, light, and wisdom. He desperately wants you
to experience His love. The Bible says that God wants us to walk in the light as He is in the light. God has a
plan for all creation, He has a plan for the world, and He has a specific plan for you, the crown of His creation.
He wants you to experience His wisdom and that comes through planning and organizing. God has given us
His revelation, which means He wants us to know about, and be prepared for, the future. He does not want
us to live in uncertainty and be in darkness.

Therefore we have prepared a series of lectures for you on using your time wisely: “How to Organize a Daily
Schedule,” “How to Make a Weekly Plan,” “Making a Monthly Calendar” and “A Yearly Overview.” We trust
that these lectures will let more light shine upon your spiritual ministry and make your service to the King of
Kings an easier and more profitable task.

Today we are going to highlight how to make a Monthly Calendar. Your practical assignment will include
making four of these over the next several months. You will start by making one at the end of this lecture for
this coming month. Each day this month you are going to check off whether you did what it said on your
calendar or not. Then, before we have the next meeting, you will make another calendar for the following
month and present it to your leader.
