PSALM 32 AN ENCOURAGEMENT TO CONFESS SIN

Psa 32:1  Happy are those whose sins are forgiven, whose wrongs are pardoned.

Psa 32:8  The LORD says, "I will teach you young Baptist workers the way you should go; I will instruct you and advise you. 
Psa 32:9  Don't be stupid like a horse or a mule, which must be controlled with a bit and bridle to make it submit." 
Psa 32:10  Wicked MEN will have to suffer, but those young Baptists who trust in the LORD are protected by his constant love. 
Psa 32:11  You that are righteous young brothers, be glad and rejoice because of what the LORD has done. You that obey him, shout for joy!
